(incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA). These Supplementary
Regulations and any written instructions that the organising Club may issue for the event.

4. The event is a qualifying round of the 2025 ASWMC Sporting Trials Championship

5. The event is open to any registered ASWMC Sporting Trials contender & all contenders &
passengers over 17 must produce a valid MS UK RS clubman licence & Club Member card. Non
contenders must be members of the organising club (Membership £12.00) or members of BTRDA,
750MC,Camel Vale Motor Club who must hold a MS UK RS Clubman Licence and passengers over 17
must also hold a MS UK RS Clubman licence and a motor club membership card (Club passenger
membership £2.50)

Y350H,NangkangCX668,T-Trac2,MaxxisMA-510N. Class 6 can use any tyres previously listed in
MotorSport UK Yearbooks,incldingToyo330 to compete for class award only & may not be included in
overall classification.. All cars in the post historic class can use tyres in accordance with Chapter 17
,App 4,Art 14.1-14.8
